GOD WILL SHOW YOU FAYOUR

Rev. Dr. Jerry Daniel
Praise be to the Lord who has extended his good favor to me. Ezra 7:28

Every child of God needs the favor of God upon his/her life. The
favor of God takes a believer to places where money and qualifications
cannot take. The favor of God will bring opportunities into your life which
skill and hard work cannot bring. There are times in the calendar of God
when He steps in to favor His children. Your days will never be the same.
Things will change. Miracles will happen. That timeis called “Time of God's
favor(Psalm 102:13; Isaiah 49:8) and “the year of the Lord's favor” (Isaiah
61:2). Without the favor of God we will find it difficult to make it in our
society where wickedness and corruption abound. Dear Child of God, one
touch of God's favor will turn everything around in your life.

WHAT IS THE FAVOUR OF GOD?

Someone described the favor of God in the following way:

(1) Itisthe power of God behind a believer which prepares the ground for
success

(2) It is the grace of God which enables a believer to rise above
competitive and negative forces

(3) It is to be given preferential and special treatment as compared to
others.

Many peopleinthe Bible operated in the favor of God.

PEOPLE OF GOD'S FAVOUR

There are many people in the Bible who received the favor of God in
their lives. Let me show you some of them.

JOSEPH - Prison to Palace

God revealed Joseph his future through dreams. But he experienced
trials, hardships, oppositions, prison life etc. But God showed favor in his
life. He found favor in the eyes of Potiphar in a foreign land (Gen. 39:4).
When he was thrown into prison as a result of false accusation, the Lord
showed him kindness and granted him favor in the eyes of the prison
warden (Gen. 39:21). Acts 7:10 says, “God delivered him out of all his
afflictions, and gave him favor and wisdom in the sight of Pharaoh king of
Egypt; and he made him governor over Egypt and all his house.” The favor
of God turned everything around in his life. People say, “A day of favor is
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worth more than years of labor.” Joseph waited for God's time of favor and
for the things to change. When God started to show him favor, things
changed dramatically. Joseph who was in prison in Genesis 41:14 was
elevated and promoted to be the prime Minister of Egyptin Genesis 41:41.
Yes, within few hours, divine favor can take you anywhere God wants you to
be. The secret behind Joseph receiving God's favor was his relationship
with God. Favors are based upon relationships. How is your relationship
with God today? The Bible says that the Lord was with Joseph (39:2, 21, 23).

2.ESTHER — OrphantoQueen

Esther was Jewess and she was an orphan (Esther 2: 7). She was a
slave taken captive. She had no merit to be elevated in life. But God had a
planin her life. One day many beautiful young women were called to the
citadel of Susa in order to be chosen as the wife for King Ahasuerus. Esther
was also among them (Esther 2:8). Humanly speaking, she did not have any
qualification to be made the queen. , But she enjoyed the favour of God.
The Bible says that she found favour in the eyes of the king and everyone
who saw her (Esther 2:9, 15, 17). The king was attracted to Esther and he
set a royal crown on her head. Wow! This is what the favor of God does in
our lives. God honored her and fulfilled his plans in her life. She was
instrumental in saving the Jews from the destruction. The book of Esther
further tells us that God's favor will produce prominence and preferential
treatment and kindness (Esther 5:8). God's favor will get petitions granted,
even by ungodly civil authority (Esther 5:8). God's favor will change rules,
regulations, even laws if necessary to your advantage (Esther 8:5).

3. MEPHIBOSHETH —Poverty to Plenty

2 Samuel chapter 9 is a wonderful chapter where we find God's favor
working in the life of Mephibosheth. David asked, “Is there anyone still left
in the house of Saul to whom | can show favor for Jonathan's sake? He was
told that there was still a son of Jonathan who was lame in both feet. He
was living in a place called Lo Debar. He was in hapless, helpless and
hopeless situation. 'Lo Debar' means “place of no pasture, waste land.'
God showed favor to this man who had no hope in his life. He was suddenly
and unexpectedly brought to king's place and treated as one of king's own
sons (2 Samuel 9:11). He was eating at the king's table daily (v.13). From the
wasteland, he was brought to the blessed land of Jerusalem. God's favor
gave him new position, new place and new provisions. These are given to
him by David for the sake of his covenant with Jonathan (2 Sam. 9:1; 1 Sam.
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20:14-17). Today God shows his favor in our life for the sake of his son Jesus
Christ who made a covenant with us with his precious blood.

Ruth (Ruth 2:10), Naomi (Ruth 4:14), David (1 Sam 16:22), Daniel
(Dan.1:9) and many others received the favour of God. That changed their
lives miraculously.

The Bible says that we will receive many more blessings in our lives when
God shows his favor. The following are a few examples.

% We will receive whatever we have lost (Exodus 3:21).

% We will receive honor and regard among the enemies (Exodus 11:3)

% We will receive the fullness of God's blessings and be satisfied
(Deut.33:23).
% We will get our petitions granted, even by ungodly authorities
(Esther5:8; 8:5).
Dear Children of God, if you fear God and walk intimately with Him, God will
show his favor in your life also. The time to receive God's favor is at hand.
God's favor will bring unexpected blessings from unusual places and
people. May the Lord bless you!

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I BE FILLED WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT I

The world-renowned evangelist Dr. Billy Graham once beautifully
said, 'you need the Lord Jesus for your eternal life and the Holy Spirit for
your internal life.' Every believer in Jesus Christ needs to be filled with the
Holy Spirit (Eph. 5:18). It is an imperative for living a victorious Christian
life. Letus briefly see here why we need to be filled with the Holy Spirit.

1. To EXERCISE victory over sin

The Bible says, "live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires
of the sinful nature (Gal. 5:16). Days are becoming more and more difficult
to live holy. But God has made full provision for a victorious life in giving us
His Spirit. Seek God for fresh filling of His Spirit each morning and stay full
of Him through the day (Acts 6:3, 5). When we are full, there is no room for
the devil to enter. Then we will be able to eschew the works of the flesh and
exhibit the fruit of the Spirit (Gal. 5:22,23). The anointing will make us
daringly different in the dirty world.

2.To EXCEL in work

Bezalel was filled with the Spirit of God and so he became an
extraordinarily skilled craftsman (Exo. 35:30, 35). Daniel and Joseph
prospered in the strange lands which were hostile to their holy convictions
because the excellent Spirit of God was upon them (Dan. 5:11; 6:3; Gen.
49:23-25;41:38). Yes, when you are filled with the Spirit, you will be able to
do your work exceptionally and extraordinarily well. A spirit-filled doctor
will treat better, a Spirit-filled engineer will build better, a Spirit-filled
teacher will teach better and a Spirit-filled student will study better! When a
person is filled with the Spirit of God, even his seniors and superiors will
come to him for counsel and guidance (Gen. 41:37-40).

3.To ENHANCE the understanding of the Bible

Jesus said, "the Holy Spirit will teach you all things' (John 14: 26).
The Holy Spirit is the best teacher of the Bible because he is the author (2
Peter 1:21; 2 Tim. 3:16). This does not mean we don't need people and study
materials. The Holy Spirit will turn all information into inspiration. When
we study the Bible with the help of the Spirit, He will open your eyes to geta
grasp of His Word (Neh. 9:20,30). He will illuminate our minds to
understand the difficult passages of the Scriptures (Eph. 1:17, 18; John
16:13). He will quicken our understanding and give revelations from the
Word of God.




4.To ENRICH the prayer life

The Holy Spirit is called a Helper (John 14:26). One of His primary
helps is in the area of prayer, because we are all weak in it. We do not know at
times what to and how to pray for. In those times, the Holy Spirit not only
helps is in our prayer but also intercedes for us and through us (Rom. 8:26,
27). One of the first signs of those baptized with the Spirit is the desire and
depth in prayer. The early disciples following the Pentecost received a
renewed interest in prayer and cherished the sweet hour of prayer (Acts
2:42;3:1).
5.To EVANGELISE the lost

The last recorded words of Jesus before His ascension was the
promise of the Spirit's power for global evangelization (Acts 1:8). About the
early Christians we read, "they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and spoke
the Word of God boldly' (Acts 4:31). The Spirit-filled believers are powerful
means in the hands of God to convince and convict the sinners (Acts 2:36,
37). The Holy Spirit gives us the courage, charisma and charismata
(spiritual gifts- 1 Cor. 12: 7-11) to witness for Him. Without the power of the
Holy Spirit, our words will be hollow and have no power to touch the
people's heart (I Thess. 1:5, 6). The Holy Spirit empowers us to emancipate
those who are under the bondage of sin, sickness and Satan (Acts 10:38).
The Holy Spirit is the divine Energizer, Equipper and Enabler so that we can
accomplish God's purpose in our lives.
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There are about nine outstanding miracles recorded in the book of John. We are
going to study but seven of them, omitting Jesus' resurrection from the dead, and the
drought of fishes recorded in chapter 21. Each miracle that Jesus performed indicated His
divine power over a certain sphere.

1.Power Over Quality

The first miracle performed by Jesus is recorded in John 2:1-11. This is a miracle of
water turning into wine. The fact that Jesus could instantly bring about the wine which took a
vine months to produce was indication of His supernatural power. It showed that Jesus had
power over quality.

2.Power over Distance

In John 4:46-54, we find a record of Jesus ' healing the nobleman's son. In this
instance Jesus healed a boy who was about twenty miles away from Him. Jesus was in
Cana, and the boy in Capernaum. So Jesus showed Himself to be the master of distance by
this miracle (Jer. 23:23).

3.Power Over Time

In John 5:1-9, Jesus healed a man lame for thirty-eight years. It is common
knowledge that the longer one is afflicted by any disease, the more difficult it is to cure. This
man had been in his infirmity, the Bible says, for thirty-eight years. But Jesus instantly
healed him of his disease demonstrating His Power over both disease and time.

4.Power Over Quantity

In John 6:1-4, we have the account of Jesus' feeding the five thousand. Here Jesus
took the five loaves and two fish, fed the multitude as much as they would eat, and yet there
were twelve baskets of broken pieces left over. This shows Jesus ' power over quantity. He
took this small amount of food and miraculously multiplied it so as to feed the vast multitude.

5.Power over Nature

John tells of another miracle performed by Christ. In 6:16-21, we have the account of
Jesus' walking on water. This miracle indicated Jesus' power over nature, as do the instances
inthe other Gospels, when by aword by Him, the sea is calmed (Mark 4:35-41).

6. Power over Disease

In John 9:1-9, we have the account of Jesus' healing a man, blind from his mother's
womb. "Neither this man nor his parents sinned, "said Jesus, "but this happened so that the
Glory of God might be displayed in his life." The man complied with Jesus ' command, and
came forth seeing. This miracle indicated Jesus' power over misfortune.

7.Power Over Death

The final miracle mentioned by John is the resurrection of Lazarus from the dead.
This miracle is recorded in John 11:1-46. The account says that Lazarus had been dead for
four days. But Jesus prayed to God the Father and shouted with a loud voice, "Lazarus,
come forth. "and Lazarus came forth. By raising this man from the dead, Jesus showed His
power over death.

Dear friend, Jesus is the same yesterday, today and forever (Heb.13:18). He can
do the same miracles in your life also if you believe in him.




KNOWAYOQUR ENEMY.-gSATAN

1. His Origin

Satan is a rebellious angel who was judged by God and fell from
holiness to wickedness (Isa. 14:12—15). The angels who fell with him make
up his army of spirits opposed to God and God's people (Eph. 6:10-13; Luke
11:18). Because Satan is a created being, he is not equal to God; though he
possesses tremendous wisdom and power, Satan is always subject to
God's will.

2. His Nature

Heis aliarand murderer (John 8:44); an adversary (1 Pet. 5:8-9); the
god of this age (2 Cor. 4:4); the ruler of this world (John 12:31; 14:30; 16:11;
1 John 5:19); a deceiver (2 Cor. 11:3); a destroyer (Rev. 9:11; Abaddon
means “destruction”); and a counterfeiter of God (Matt. 13:24-30, 36-43; 2
Cor. 11:13-15). The word Satan means “adversary,” and devil means
“slanderer, accuser” (Zech. 3:1-5).

3.His Works

Satan can seek to deceive your mind (Gen. 3:1ff.; Matt. 16:21-23; 2
Cor. 11:3); snatch away God's Word (Matt. 13:19); attack your body (Job
2:4-7; 2 Cor. 12:7); control your will (1 Chron. 21:1ff.; 2 Tim. 2:26); destroy
your possessions (Job 1:13ff.); hinder your work for the Lord (1 Thess. 2:18);
make you proud (1 Tim. 3:6—7); cause persecution (Rev. 2:10); and tempt
you to sin (Matt. 4:1ff.). When you have sinned, he can accuse you and
discourage you (2 Cor. 2:6—11). You must claim God's forgiveness by faith (1
John 1:9).

4. His Defeat

In His life, death, resurrection, and ascension, Christ defeated Satan
and his evil hosts (John 12:31-33; Eph. 1:15-2:10; Col. 2:13-15). God's
people must recognize the devil and know when he is at work (2 Cor. 2:11)
as he is powerful and subtle (1 Pet. 5:8); and resist him with the Word of God
and prayer (Matt. 4:1-11; James 4:7; Eph. 6:17—-18). The believer must wear
the whole armour of God (Eph. 6:10ff.) and use the spiritual equipment.
There is overcoming power in the blood of Christ (Rev. 12:11) and the power
of the Spirit (1 John 4:4).

5. His Future

Satan still has access to heaven (Job 1-2; Zech. 3) but one day will be
thrown out (Rev. 12:7-12). When the Lord Jesus comes to establish His
kingdom, He will cast Satan into hell, the lake of fire, where he will be
tormented forever (Rev. 19:11-20:3). Hell was prepared for Satan and his
angels, but people who reject Christ and believe Satan's lies will suffer in hell
with

It will teach them how to listen to others, and
theirthoughts will give you insights. James 1:19

M s for Morals. Be sure your own standard of conductis sound. 1 Pet 1:15
N is for No. Use it, and mean it. Exodus 20. "Thou shalt not...."

O is for Over-reacting. Give the kid a break. Be firm, but don't act as if the world is
comingto an end. Rememberthat they are, but flesh. Ps. 78:39.

P is for Pressure. Reduce the pressure on your children, but insist they maintain high
standards. Phil 3:14

Q is for Questions. Pay close attention to their questions and give simple answers
unless they demand more. 1 Pet 3:15

Ris for Respect. Show respect, teach respect and earn respect. Eph. 6:2,4

S is for Source of Strength. Share your own faith or beliefs with your children. Faith can
be their port in the storms of life later. Deut. 6:6-8

T is for Togetherness. Have special, designated times to be together as a family--but
know when to let go, too.

U is for Uniqueness. Understand the uniqueness of each child, and let that child be
who he or she is.

V is for Voice. Tone of voice can convey more to a child than the words spoken.
Pro. 15:1

W is for Words. Keep your word. Promises broken destroy trust. Eccl 5:5
Xis for examine. Examine constantly and be aware.

Y is for You. Take care of yourself mentally, physically and spiritually. A happy parent
helps a child to be happy.
