VICTORIOUS CHRISTIAN LIFE

Rev. Dr. Jerry Daniel
Thanks be to God who always leads us in triumph in Christ.

Thanks be to God who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.
(2 Cor. 2:14; 1 Cor. 15:57)

The Lord has promised us a victorious life. We are not born or
born again for defeat. God wants us to experience the peaceful life
(Isaiah 30: 15), the overflowing life (John 7: 37-39), the abundant life
(John 10:10), the joyful life (John 15: 11), the liberated life (Romans 6: 7)
and the triumphant life (2 Corinthians 2: 14). The victorious life the Lord
gives us is a life of victory over SIN, SELF and SATAN. We have to receive
this victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. Though this victory is a free
gift given us, we need to know the following secrets to walk
continuously invictory.

1. Victory through SUPPLICATION

Prayer is a powerful weapon in spiritual warfare. When we pray
we acknowledge our dependence on God. We admit that we are
helpless without him. The Bible says that no man can prevail by his/her
own strength (1 Samuel 2:9). Victory comes from the Lord (Pro. 21:31; 1
Chro. 29:11; Psalm 75:6). When we seek God earnestly and commit our
cause into His hands, He will perform mighty miracles on our behalf and
give us victory. King Asa and King Jehoshaphat understood that and
their prayers brought great victories in the battle (2 Chro. 14:11-15; 20:
1-26).

As you read the book of Acts, there is the shout of victory on every
page. The early Christians learned how to pray and they saturated their
lives with prayer and God gave them continuous victory. Many today are
failing in our battle against the world, the flesh, and the devil. The reason
for our failure can be primarily and fundamentally traced to lack of prayer.
Prayer always brings us victory. The devil trembles when he sees the
weakest Christian on his knees. Jesus said, "Watch and pray, lest you enter
into temptation" (Mark 14:38). Paul wrote, "Pray in the Spirit on all
occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests. With thisin mind, be alert
and always keep on praying for all the saints" (Ephesians 6:18).

2.Victory through SCRIPTURES

Apostle John wrote, 'Young men, because you are strong, and the
word of God lives in you, and you have overcome the evil one (1 John
2:14). God has given us the Bible which is a powerful tool to overcome
sin and Satan. The Word of God is the sword. It is the only offensive
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weapon in the Christian armour to attack the enemy (Eph. 6:17). We
must read, meditate and saturate ourselves with the word of God. The
enemy will unconditionally surrender to God's word.

The devil will not be afraid if you keep the Bible in your hand or
under your head. The Word must be in your heart (Deut. 6:6; 11:18; Psa.
37:31; 40:8). Jesus had the word in his heart and he defeated Satan in
the wilderness by saying 'ltis written' (Matt. 4: 4, 7, 10). The Word in the
heart guarantees decisive victory over sin also (Psalm 119:11). God
instructed Joshua to meditate and obey the Book of the Law in order to
be successful (Joshua 1:8). If you will read God's Word, memorize God's
Word, obey God's Word and share God's Word then you will be
equipped towalkinvictory all the time.

3. Victory through SINGING

Praise brings victory in our lives. God inhabits the praises of his
people (Ps. 22:3). You cannot praise God and not see wonders in your
life. Those who continually praise God will see uncommon victories in
their lives. King Jehoshaphat knew this secret and applied this weapon
of praise and got a great victory when three mightier nations came
against him to fight with. He appointed men to sing to the Lord and to
praise him saying: “Give thanks to the Lord, for his love endures for ever.'

As they began to praise the Lord, the Lord caused the enemies to
fight each other and destroy themselves (2 Chronicles 20:19-26). This is
the same victory the Lord wants to give to us when we come before Him
in praise and worship. Praising God also gives us victory over
discouragement and depression (Isaiah 61:3) in this journey of life.
4.Victory through SPIRIT OF GOD

The Bible declares, “When the enemy comes like a flood, the
Spirit of the Lord will lift up a banner against him (Isaiah 59:19). Spiritual
warfare cannot be fought with human or carnal weapons (2 Cor. 10:4).
We must rely on the strength of the Holy Spirit to resist the attacks of the
enemy. The Holy Spirit gives us “power from on high” (Luke 24:49) and
delivers us from every bondage (Luke 4:18; 2 Cor. 3:17).

The “deeds of the flesh” are ugly and displeasing to God:
“immorality, impurity, sensuality, idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife,
jealousy, outbursts of anger, disputes, dissensions, factions, envying,
drunkenness, carousing, and things like these” (Galatians 5:19-21). If
these are the qualities that characterize your life today, remember that
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you are a child of God and you don't need to live that way! In contrast,
the Spirit of the Lord offers to fill your life with “the fruit of the Spirit”:
love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness,
self-control” (Galatians 5:22-23). We become more than conquerors
through the spirit of God (Romans 8:37)!
5.Victory through STEADFAST FAITH

The Bible says, “For everyone born of God overcomes the world.
This is the victory that has overcome the world, even our faith" (1 John
5:4). God gives us the victory through our faith in Christ. Our faith must
be in God and his word and this faith will overcome the obstacles and
challenges and bring us the victory. We must not allow doubt and
unbelief to rob us of our victory through Christ. Little boy David won a
great victory over Goliath because he had a tremendous faith in the big
God (1Samuel 17:45-47).

Our faith in the promises of God will bring great miracles and
victories in our life. God has promised that no weapon formed against
us will prosper because this is the heritage of the servants of the Lord
(Isaiah 54:17). Victory is our inheritance and birth right given to us by
God as we serve Him. We must claim this inheritance of ours in every
battle that we face. Paul writes "Above all, taking the shield of faith with
which you will be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked one"
(Ephesians 6:16).

6. Victory through SAINTS' FELLOWSHIP

Fellowship of saints is indispensable for victorious Christian
living. Nothing is more dangerous in the Christian life than to separate
oneself from other Christians. Many today have adopted the I-and-my-
God policy and have been devoured by the roaring lion. The sheep that
strays from the flock gets easily devoured by the wolf. The chick that
strays from other chicks under the hen gets easily snatched away by the
eagle. This speaks of safety in fellowship. Referring to the strength in the
fellowship of saints, Solomon wrote, “Two are better than one...Though
one may be overpowered by another, two can withstand him' (Eccl. 4:9,
12). Daniel and his friends were able to boldly say no to idolatry and
denial of their faith because they mutually strengthened one anotherin
the hostile land (Dan. 2:17, 18; 3: 16-18). Daniel 6:28 says that Daniel
enjoyed success and victory throughout his life! Hallelujah!
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Five Counsels for Protecting our Families

Marriage was founded by God (Gen 2:18). Families emerge through marriage (Gen
2:24). God loves this special bond and wishes to bless and protect it. Let us see the five
counsels that would help in protecting our families.

Give the First Place to God

Giving the first place to God implies loving God and obeying His commands (1 John
5:3). Itis to honour and please God more than anyone else. God commanded Adam, “Do not
eat from the tree of Good and Evil” (Gen 2:17). Adam ate the forhidden fruit consenting to
his wife Eve's word. Thus both Adam and Eve failed to obey and honour God. As a result
they lost the privilege of standing before God and also brought curse upon the earth (Gen 3:
1-19). The Bible does not teach us to ignore the family. Rather it instructs us that we must
give God therightful place. God and his Word must be given priority in the family.

Be Faithful In the Covenant

When Joseph was serving at Potiphar's house, Potiphar's wife lusted after
Joseph in her heart though she had Potiphar as her husband in life (Gen 39:7-12). How
disgusting! The Bible emphasizes the sanctity of marriage and the faithfulness of the
marriage covenant in Hebrews 13:4 and Malachi 2:14, 15. Jesus also warns about the lust
of the eyes in Matthew 5:28. Hence guard your thoughts and eyes as Job did (Job 31:1) in
order to protect your marriage.

Do Not Magnify Shortcomings

Isaac prayed to the Lord for his wife because she was barren (Gen 25:21). He did
not seek for other wives as did Abraham and Jacob. He was neither bitter nor vexed about
his wife's barrenness. Whereas Isaac loved her, prayed for her, cherished her and lived for
and with her till the end of his days. What is the reason? Love! Love! Pure love alone! The
love that the world depicts today is just fleshly lustful attraction. But the Holy Bible says,
“love bears all things; endures all things; love is not irritable or resentful” (1 Cor. 13:4-7). If
this kind of divine love abounds in us, the increasing divorces in Christian families will
vanish for good.

Be Open / Honest

Being open denotes speaking the truth. It is essential that we need to be truthful in
family life and in the church. We read about the couple named Ananias and Sapphira in the
hook of Acts (Acts 5:1-10). They shamelessly lied in the church and were punished with
death. The Bible enlists 'lie’ as one of the things which God hates and is an abomination to
Him (Pro. 6: 16-19; 12:22). God Himself firmly instructs us to speak truth with one another
(Lev. 19:11-12; Zech. 8:16-17). So let us be diligent to be truthful in our speech and
behaviour.

Serve The Lord Together:

We come to know about a God-fearing couple named Aquila and Priscilla in Acts
Chapter 18 (Acts 18:2-3; 18, 26). This couple had such oneness of heart and mind to serve
the Lord. They opened their house to Paul and ardently supported himin his ministry. They
received Apollos in their home and told him all about Jesus' life, death and resurrection.
Thus they dedicated their life for building up the Kingdom of God. Do we have such a
dedication to serve Christ? Let us consecrate our lives to serve the Lord with love.




GROWING CHURCH

Jesus said, 'Go into all world and preach the gospel to
every creature' (Mark 16:15). The early church took this
commission very seriously and obeyed it very sincerely. The
early church was a growing church. They had an evangelistic
and passions for souls. The early church grew rapidly and
brought about a total change and transformation in the

society. We can do the same in our community when we follow their example.

1. EXPONENTIAL INCREASE

When we read through the book of Acts we will be amazed to see the
number of times Luke comments on the growth and increase of the church.
The early church was a growing church. The language of growth in Acts can
be grouped into two broad categories: The texts that speak of the word of
God increasing or spreading and the texts that speak of the number of
disciplesincreasing.

The Word of God Increased

Read the following verses.
Acts 6:7—And the word of God continued to increase, and the number of
the disciples multiplied greatly in Jerusalem, and a great many of the
priests became obedient to the faith.
Acts 12:24 —But the word of God increased and multiplied.

Acts 13:49 — And the word of the Lord was spreading throughout the
whole region.

» Acts 19:20 — So the word of the Lord continued to increase and prevail
mightily.
The Number of Converts and Disciples Increased

» Acts 2:41 —-Those who received his word were baptized, and there were
added that dayaboutthree thousand souls.

» Acts 2:47 — And the Lord added to their number day by day those who
were being saved.

Acts 5:14 — And more than ever believers were added to the Lord,
multitudes of both men and women.

Acts 6:1 — Now in these days when the disciples were increasing in
number.

Acts 9:31 —So the church throughout all Judea and Galilee and Samaria
had peace and... multiplied.

Acts 11:24—And a great many people were added to the Lord.

Acts 16:5 — So the churches were strengthened in the faith, and they
increased in numbers daily.

The Lord wants the church to grow. The church should never stop
reaching out. Those who know Christ can't be content just to attend their
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churches, feast on the word, and excuse themselves from reaching others,
thinking there are so many here already. Everything we learn should make us
more effective in winning others to Christ because evangelismis our mission!

2. ENTHUSIASTIC INVOLVEMENT

The early church grew exponentially. But this did not happen

without any reason. Let us now see what made the early church grow
rapidly.
Every Christian : In the early church 'every' saved believer threw himself
into the task of evangelism. Not only the apostles, everyone who was
scattered preached the gospel (Acts 8:14). They understood that the Great
Commission is for all people (Matt. 28:18-20). God has placed this
responsibility of fulfilling the Great Commission upon every child of God.
No Christian is free from the obligation of sharing the gospel. Every
Christian should every non-Christian. It must be the total involvement of
the church. Evangelism is not the duty of pastors and full-time workers
alone. Itisthe responsibility every born-again child of God.

Every Day : Souls were added to the church 'daily' (Acts 2:47). The early
church was daily ministering church. The Bible says, 'day after day, they
never stopped teaching and proclaiming the good news that Jesus is Christ
(Acts 5:42). The result was that the churches grew daily in numbers (Acts
16:5). Always add a sentence to your morning prayer, 'Lord, give me a soul
today.' Then look out for an opportunity. Daily witnessing by individuals
leads to the daily growth of the church and His kingdom.

Every Where : The Bible says, 'and they went out and preached
“everywhere”' (Mark 16:20; Acts 8:4). Paul preached in the synagogue as
well as in the market places day by day (Acts 17:17). They had infiltrated,
penetrated, and saturated their world with the message of Christ. We are
commanded to go into the streets, lanes, highways and hedges to the poor,
maimed, lame and the blind and compel them to come in (Luke 14:21-23).
Win souls in the bus, in the train, schools, colleges, hospitals, offices —
anywhere and everywhere!

Every Way : Paul said that he became all things to all men that he might by
all possible means save a few (I Cor. 9:22). Adopt as many methods as
possible to bring souls to Christ. Regularly pray for the unsaved. Go for the
prayer walk in your neighbourhood. Start distributing good tracts. Always
extend a broad smile and a warm hand-shake. Gather the neighbourhood
children in your house and teach them songs and bible stories. Invite
friends to the church and gospel meetings. Visit the sick and pray for them.
Help anyone anywhere. Be a Good Samaritan (Luke 10:30-37). Be ready to
spend some money (2 Cor. 12:15). Somehow win some souls. Win the lost
at any cost. YOUR JOY ON EARTH AND YOUR REWARDS IN HEAVEN WILL BE
GREAT!
