Substance: God blessed Abram with substance, Abram
travelled with guite a lot of "substance” and we know from 13:2 that Abram
was very weaalthy, Truly, Abram was blessed, and perhaps even increasingly,
with great substance, Servants: Abraham wis given the blessing of “people or
servants” [12:5). He went with a fairly large crowd of people to Canaan. He had
| baen blessed with persannal for the task shesd. Suceess: Abram, according to
12:5, was further blessed with success, He set out for Canaan and into the kand
of Canaan he came. He was able to finish what he started to do! Son : In
Genesis 21:1-3, God blessed Abraham with a son of promise. The blessing of a
child and heir is a promise of God's word (Ps, 127:4), Significance: God told
Abraham that he will make his name great. Here is a list of the “great names”
| plven to Abraham: God's friend [lames, 2:23), Father of many nathons [Gen.
| 17:5), Father of all who believe (Rom, 4:11).

Abraham was blessed abundanthy. In addition to the greatest blessing of
salvation, he was blessed with a spouse, with substance, with souls (servants],




with success, with significance and with a son. If we belong to Christ, then we
are Abraham's seed, and helrs according to the promise. May the Lord grant all

3. THE PURPOSE OF THE BLESSINGS

The Bible says that the Lord had blessed Abraham in all things (Genesis
241} Burt the question must be answered, "For what purpose?™ What was the
reason for all of these blessings? Were thay simply for Abram's sake, for the
enriching of his life alona? Perhaps our self-absorbed cultwre would respand
with an enthusiastic, “Yes!” But the text of Scripture will not allow it. For the
Scripture says in Genesis 12:2, "And You will be a blecsing,” and 12:3 adds, *and
in you shall all the families of the earth be Blessed.” God plainly states that He i
not merely Bessing Abram for Abram’s own sake, but 50 that Abram will be a
blassing to “all the families of the earth™ (12:3).

God saves us to save others. God blesses us with substance and other
things so that we will use them for the blessing of others and for the expansion
aof His kingdam!

4, THE PRICE TO BE A BLESSING

Finalky, we need to know what it will take to be a blessing in the face of
being hlessed, From the life of Abraharm, | want to highlight three thimgs!
Obedience.In Abraham, we see the very pinnacle of human obedience (Gen,
11:4; 22:17,18; 26:4.5; Heb. 11:8). He exhibits very clearly that God is first in his
life, To the degree that we abey Him, to that degree we will be a blessing. Altar,
Another important aspect in Abraham's life is altar [Gen. 12; 7.8; 13:18),
Wherawer he went, he bullt altars for God. It skgnifias his relationship with God.
We must have personal altar and family altar. Repair your broken altars and
always keep a healthy and consistent relationship with God, Faith. Abraham
was a man of faith [Gen. 156; Rormn. 4:17-21; Heb. 11:8-10}). We must hawe
strong faith in the person of God and promizes of God.
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One of the recurring themes in the New Testament is that believers are to strive io
become more and more ke Jesus Chist. It s God's plan for each of us that we “be
conformed to Ihe likeness of his Son™ (Romans 8:29; 2 Corinthians 3:18; 1 John
321 We are called to live like Jesus. We do not need ta look like him physically. We do
not iry to match his carpentry skills or his language skills. Rather, we are to be Bxe him
In our behawiour and in our desotion to God.

1. Obey like Jesus

Jesus was obedient o his earthly parents when he was young (Luke 2:51). He
was pbediant to the Law of Moses as a sincere Jew (Matthew 517, 18; 22:37-40).
He was obadiant to secular authoritias (Mt 17:24-27; Mt 22:17-21). The Bible says,
“Although Jesus was tha San of God, he leamed to be obedient” (Hebrew 5:8). &5 a
perfect Son of God, He ived a ife of complete obedience to His heavenly Father
Dodng the will of His Father was his food and burning passion (John 4:34; 5:30;
14:31; Luke 22:42). Obedience was cenfral to Jesus Christ's e and thought
{Hebrews 10:7; Matt. 3:15; John 6:38}. Ha was obedient untdl his death (Phil, 2;8).
His ohedience uttimately brought rede mption to mankind (Romans 5:19).

Believers should folow Jesus Christs example of obedience. In fact, obedience
I5 an essential part of the Christian faith. Obedience means taking up our cross and
foliowing Christ (Matthew 16:24). Obediance fo God's will must be paramaount in our
lives (Math, 7-21, 12:50), The Bible says that we shaw our love for Jesus by obsving
Him in all things: "W you love me, keep my commandmends” {bohn 14:15).
Obedience should characterise our whole lifestyle arising from a relationship with
God thraugh Jesus Chiist (Acts 5:29; 2 Cor, 2:9).

2. Study the Bible like Jesus

The Iife of Jesus was safurated with the Word of God.  Luke 246 47 records the
shory of how Jesus 3l age twelve stunmad the schokars with his knowledpa of Serplures.
Jesus studied the Old Testarment by werses, hoiding tham in his mamory, and quoting
them in his conversation and in His spinfual crises (Matthew 4:11; Luke 23:46). He
studied it by books and divisions (Luke 24:44). The Jews were amazed and asked,
*How did thiss rman get such lsarming without having studied ™ (John 7:15).

Six times Jesus asked the gueston “HavenT you ever read?” (ML12:3, 5; 19:4;
2116 2142, 22:31). Jasus woukd never hawa asked that il He himsed! had not read
what He talked about. Why not imitate Jesus' habit of Scripture-study. Jesus said,
"Study the Scriptures diigenily' {bohn 5:3%). Read fowr chapiers duwring the
wapkdays and five duging the weskends and guess what will happen? You would
have read thraugh the Bibile in & yaar
3. Pray like Jesus

Amazed by the prayer e of Jesus, the Aposties came 1o Him and asked, “Lord,
teach us to pray’ (Luke 11:1). Jesus often withdrew io the wilderness and mountzins
for prayer (Matt. 14:23; Mark 6:46; Lk.5:16). He went to look at his Father's face very
early in the morming when it was stil dark] (Mk1:34-35). Prayer was his habit and
very braath! Think about his prayers- unselfish prayer (Luke 22 32}, forgiving prayer




ke 23:34); earnest prayar [Luks Ez;ﬂé. sibemissive praver (Matthew 11226
:30-54), thanksgiving prayer (Matt. 15:36; Luke 9:16). The Bible talls ws that he
continues 1o pray forus even now (Hebirews 7:25).

The characteristics of his prayer bfe as we have found in the gospels must be the
characteristics of ours. Slot a time for prayer in your daily schedule. Fix up an
undisturbed place. Talk to God. You can talk about everything io Hem at any time.
Dont just muemble here and there prayers. Instead, become a person of prayer
4. Love like Jesus

During the Last Supper, Jesus gave his disciples a new commandrment. He told
them to love one anather as he had love them (John 13:34). Jesus made it claar that
hig love should be our model for koving others. But what does it mean to love as
Jesus loved? What ane the characterstics of atruby Chirigt-lke lowe?

A Christ-ike love desires what is best for the other (Mark 10:17-22). |
understands and accepis the emaotions of olhers, rejoicing with those who rejoice
and weeping with those who weep [John 11:32-44). K is generous and does not
calculate the cost of giving (Luke 7 36-50). It is nof repulsad by #iness or wiliness
(Mark 1:40-42), It is patient and forgiving {John 20:24-29; 21;15-19, B1-11). Ris
not just an ermotion; it is also a dacision (bohn 13:1-15). Loving like Jesus maans that
we love the forgotien, the unlowely, the laast and the lostin our commuity.

Jezus loved us 50 much that e gave his very [ife on the cross of Calvary. His love
Iz sacrificial and self-giving (John 15:13; Rom. 5:8; 1 Joha 3:16). Therefore, 'be
imitators of God, as dearly loved children and ve 2 ife of love, just as Cheist loved us’
{Ephesians 5:1, 2].

5. Be Holy like Jesus

Josus has set an absolute standard of purity. The holiness of Jeswes Christ
manifasied isall in a kove of righteousnass and a hatred of iniguity (Hebrews 1:9).
The holiness of Jesus Ghrist was seen in his wond and deed. Negatively, in his never
doing 5in or speaking talsehood (1 Pater 2-22; John 8:46; 1 John 3:5). And positively,
In hig always doing what was pleasing to God [John 8:28; Matt. 17:5). His holingss
also manifested Hzelf in constant and never-falling victory over temptation (Heb.
4:16). Jesus bobdly asked, "Can any of you prove me guilty of sin? (bohin B:46). The
life of Jesus was impeccable! Absolutely spotless!

Several people also witnessed to the holiness of Jesus. The dying thief said that
Jesus had done nothing wrong (Luke 23:41), the Roman Centunion exclaimad that he
was a righteous man (Luke 23:47), Pilake's wile assertad that he was a just man
{(Matthew 27:19), Pilate declared that he had found no fault in him (John 18:38),
Judas tscariot believed that he had betrayed the innacant bood [Matthew 27:3-4),
Jasus himself sald, 'the princa of this woeld is coméng and he has nothing in me (John
14:30). Be holy just as he is holy (1 Peter 1:15, 16)!

. Serve like Jesus

Jesus is the ulfimate example of 2 man who desired o serve others. Throughout
the days of His earthly ministry, He was totally involved in serving others. In Mark
10045, He said to His ambitious disciples, "For even the Son of Man did nat come to
be sarved, but to Serve, and 1o give His life a ransom for many.” Gospeds are filled
with accounts that prove His commitment lo sanang others.




Jesus did tasks that were generally |efit io the servants, ke washing feet {bofin
13:1=5, 12-17; Luke 22:27}. He never missed an opportunity to serve ofhers. He
spent His lifetime blessing the sick and feeding the humgry, He was busy yet he
stopped to heal peopla (Mark 5:30; 10;49). Ha always put people before Himsalf
And & brought Him great joy and peace. Jesus also spent His enfire earthiy life
sarving His father in Heaven. He put His father's desiras bafore His own,

E;i\
utmost importance to the study of God's word, Here are —
geven steps to benefit maximum from the Bible,

1. RECEIVE : Beceive the Word as a personal message from God
whenever you read or hear God's word (Matthew 26:21, 22}, Receive the
Word with Faith (Heb. 4:2) and with all meekness (James 1:21}. Ged is
pleased with those who tremble at His Word (s, 66:1,2), "Yes Lord, 1
suwrrender’ must be our attitude. God's word performe unbelisvable
miracles in the lives of those whio bow down and say yes.

2. RUMINATE : Bumination i3 a zoological term equivalent to
meditation. Juat like the animal chews the cu, we are to think ower our
intake again and again. To meditate means to ponder over, to reflect. It is
becoming a lost art because men are becoming busier and busier.
Meditation leads us from hearing to understanding, It prepares our heart
for obedience (Read Jos. 1:8; Pe. 1:3; 119:07)

3. REFER : Jesus gaid, 'Search the Scriptures' [(John 5:39), We are
commanded to “search from the book of the Lord and read’ {Is. 34:16).
Diligent search will give us a better grasp of the entire hible. We are to
compare scripture with scripture. Bereans were more noble-minded than
the Thesealonians because they aearched the scriptures daily to find out
whether these things wers so (Acts 17:11).

4, REFORM : Mere knowledge puffs up, Itleads to intellectual arrogance.
Knowledge must be applied. Trust must be practised. All understanding
must lead to obedience. Life must be reformed. The Bible is not just to
inform but to reform and transform (James 1:22). Do not postpone
obedience. Every act of ohedience gets you new revelationa.

5. REMOVE : The word of God is a seed. Our life is soil. God wants that
we abound in fruitfulness. But there are gome hindrances and hurdles
that must be removed for maximum fruitfulness. Otherwise, we will keap
receiving without reproducing. Pellowship with unbelievers (Ps. 1:1),
worldiiness and covetousness (Matt. 13:22) and faulty interpersonal
relationshipa (1 Peter 2:1,2) are to be removed for the Ward to produce
maximurn blessing in our lnses,

6. RELATE : Share with others whatever you have leamnt from the Bible.
Beware of stagnation. We receive to give out. Sharing need not be always
in the form of preaching. Truths can be passed on in conversations,
through letters, in Bible study groups, care cells ete, Jesus spoke many
precicus truths while walking through fields, Give it shall be given to you
(Lide 6:38; Pro. 11:25, 26)

7. REVERE : All Bible knowledge should lead to the worship of the Lord.
The supreme purpose of the study of the Ward of God is to know the God
of the Word, And the Enowledge of God enhances worship, Theology
ghould always lead us to doxology (Pa. 138:2))
